4 BRIEF HISTORY OF THE COLLEGE BY SECRETARY & CORRESPONDENT

Seeds of starting a College in Konaseema were
sownt as early as in 1948, At a meeting held on 15-
10-1948 in Board High School, Amalapuram under
the Presidentshup of 31 N. Ramabhadra Raju if was
resolved to start a College in the areas of Amalapuram
and Razole talukas and a provisional Committee was
formed. Later in November, 1948 a committee of
Action was formed which included late 5 Kala
Venkata Rao, Sri R. Ramalinga Raju, Sri Poliseth
Swami Naidu, Sri Pandu Lakshmana Swamy, Sri
Fudupudi Suryanarayana, Sri Ravanam Ramachandra
Raoo, Sri Kuchimanchi Venkataratnam, Sri Gidugu
Suryanarayana, Dr. J. Mallapa Raju, Sri Gummididala
5 Ramachendra Rao, Sri J.V. Bhanoji Ramars, Sn
Vadrevu Jaggaraju to name of few and many others.
Office bearers were

Sri N. Ramabhadra Raju, President; Sri Bikkini
Veeraswami, Vice President ; §ri R. Ramachandra Rao,
Principal Secretary; Sri G.1.5. Ramachandra Rao, 5nt
Namburi Jagga Raju, Joint Secretaries; Dr. J.
Maollaparaju, Treasurer.

The Body was named Sree Konaseema College
Committee. R.D.0., was made ex-officio member to
help raise funds. Later the following members were
co-opted : Sri Akula Jogayya, Sri D.V. Krishana Rao,
Sri B.N. Sastri, Sri Anupindi Venkata Rao, Sri P
Satyanarayana Raju, Dr. A. Perisastry, Sri Nalla Reddi
Naidu,

On 25-10-1950 at o meeting held in Subbaraju
Bhavan under the Presidentship of Sri N. Ramabhadra
Raju, it was resolved to start the college in July,
1951 and to apply to Andhra University for sanc-
tion. It was also resolved to request District Board,
East Godavari Dist., to spare some of the buildings

- 5ri J.V.G.R. Bhano

of Board High School, Amalapuram to the college
committee for running the College.

The Andhra University stipulated conditions
for sanctioning the College and asked the Committee
to deposit Rs. 1 Lakh atleast. Then on 1 7-12-1950
to fulfil the conditions stipulated by Andhra [Tniersity.
Sri Nadimpalli Bhava Raju donated Rs. 25,000/ and
Sri J.V. Bhanoji Ramars, Zomindar of Peruru prom-
ised to pay Rs. 25,000/~ It was also resolved to
Collect the P.C.C. Society share amounts which were
under liquidation, from the shareholders. It was
Further resolved to purchase 35 acres of Land to
locate the College, if necessary through acquisition
by Government.

The Andhra University sent a Commission
which submitted its report. The Registrar, Andhra
University sent a letter asking the Committee to de-
posit Bs. 1 Lakh as corpus Fund for sanctioning the
College.

On 10-6-1951 it was resolved to open a II
Grade College from July 1951 and advertise in News-
papers for filling up Teaching posts.

At this juncture as funds were not available
for depositing Rs. 1 Lakh as corpus fund, the Com-
mittee led by Sri N. Ramabhadra Raju and 5rt Kala -
Venkata Rao approached S5ri J.V.Bhanoji Ramars,
Zamindar of Peruru and requested him to donate
Rs. 1 Lakh to the College, for which he agreed.

(On 20-6-1951 it was resolved to express thank-
fulness and gratitude to Sri J.V.Bhanoji Ramars,
Zamindar of Peruru for his liberal and munificient
donation of One Lakh of Rupees for starting the
College and to incorporate the name of his grand
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B GOLDEN JUBILEE SOUVENIR

father “BHANOJI RAMARS”, and to rename the Col-

lege as - “SREE KONASEEMA BHANOJI RAMARS COL-
LEGE, Amalapuram”.

Sri Peddada Ramachandra Rao was appointed
Principal of the College on 13-06-1951 in the Scale
of Rs. 300-25-450 p.m. Teaching Staff were subse-
guently appointed on 1-7-1951,

On 02-07-1951, the College was formally in-
augurated in an auspicious manner by Sri
J.V.Bhanoji Ramars, Chief Donor by performing PUJA’
in Board High Scheol, Amalapuram. Thus SREE
KONASEEMA BHANOJI RAMARS COLLEGE saw the light
of the day. The dreams and efforts of like minded
people in Konaseema became true and yielded re-

sults. The seeds that were sown blosommed into a
plant.

The College started functioning with 163 stu-

dents in Intermediate I year with 12 Teaching Staff
Members.

The College was officially inaugurated on 12-
10-1851 by Sri Bezawada Gopala Reddy, then Fi-
nance Minister and Pro-Chancellor of Andhra Uni-
versity. Sri Kala Venkata Rao, then Health Minister
and Prof. V.5. Krishana, Vice-Chancellor, Andhra
University graced the Occasion.

Later on, an old Rice Mill with the land
around it in Konkapalli area of Peruru village was
purchased. The Rice Mill shed was remodeled mak-
ing it suitable to run Classes and the Rice Mill Ma-
chinery etc. was sold away.

It was then decided to shift the College to its
own building from the starting of next academic
year te. 1952-1953. Accordingly on 1-8-1952 the

College shifted and started functoning in its own
building.

The College Committee decided to upgrade

academic year 1953-1954. The Andhra University
authorities gave permission for starting the Courseg,

In 1954 constitution and Byelaws were
adopted for the College and a Governing Body way
constituted with 11 members as follows :

Thus the College functioned in a fullfledged
manner with efficient Principal and Teaching Staff
under the able aministration of the Governing Body
in its imtiol stages. The College started earning
good reputation in discipline and yielding good re-
sults in Examinations. The College students earned
good name and Awards in Elocution contests at in-
ter Collegiate Competitions. In sports and games
field the College Basket Ball Team won Champion-
ship at Inter Collegiate level for eight consequitive
years and twice State Championship.

The N.C.C. activities in the College started in
1957 and Unit was astablished with 150 Cadets. In

the academic year 1958-1959 Science Courses in B.Se.
were started in the college.

On 29-05-1961 the principal of the College
Sri Peddadn Ramachandra Rao passed away after
brief illness for sometime. This was a great blow fo
the college. The period of glory and progress ended.

Differences started floating in choosing a
successor to Sri Peddads Ramachandra Rgo. The

Sri G.P. Ramesam wos made Principal by a
casting vote in Governing Body meeting os there
was fe in voting (4:4). Members were divided and
took sides. Aggrieved by the decision Sri G.V.5. Rama
Bao, Chief Lecturer in Chemistry preferred appeal to
Andhra University Syndicate. Sri 5.P. Rarmesam filed
writ Petition in High Court of Andhra Pradesh. Thus
Legal battles and turmgil prevailed in College Ad-
ministration. The enfire atmosphere was polluted

in the Campus and was not congenial for students
and stafT.

Sri Nedunuri Sri Rama Murthy of Nedunuru
became Life-Member by virtue of the donation of
Rs. 25,000/-. During this period Sri G.U.5.
Ramachandra Rao, Founder secretary had a para-
lytic stroke and resigned on grounds of illness as he
was unable to function. Sri Gidugu Suryanarayana
took over.

The Progress and development of the College
was retarded because of differences of opinion among
the members of Governing Body during early 1960s.

Or 30-03-1963 the Government sent a com-
mumnication that the Representative of Government
should be there on Governing Body. Accordingly
the constitution was to be amended.

The Andhra Umiversity Syndicate appointed a
Five man committee to solve all disputes of the Col-
lege including appointment of Principal as the mat-
ters were token cognisance by University authon-
ties.

On 01-04-1963 Sri G.V.5. Ramachandra Rao,
Founder Secretary of the College passed away. He
was pivotal in the administration of the College . His
death was a great loss to the College.

Meanwhile the Five-man committee enguired
into the affairs of the College and submitted its re-

port to Andhra University Syndicate. The Syndicate
having adopted the report asked the College to imple-
ment the recommendations. According to it, an
outsider deputed by Government, is to be appointed
as Principal until normalcy is restored in the affairs
of the College odministration. Sri G.P. Ramesam
was be made Vice-principal. Whenever Sri Ramesam
was made Principal, 5ri G.V.5. Rama Rao was to be
made next-Vice-principal.

On 13-12-1963 Sri K.V.V; Subba Raju, Princi-
pal Government Degree College, Chittoor was deputed
and appointed as Principal of our college. He took
charge as Principal on 04-01-1964. Sri G.F. Ramesam
was appointed as Vice-principal.

The Andhra University Syndicate approved the
appointment of Principal and alse the nomination
of D.E.0., EG.District as representative of Govern-
ment on College Governing Body.

Sri K.V.V. Subba Raju streamiined the infer-
nal administration of the College and established
congenial atmosphere in the Campus. His services
were extended for two more years upto 04-01-1967
and Government gave permission.

On 25-04-1965 elections to Governing Body
were held in which 8n B. Knshna Mohan was coopted
as member and elected as Secretary of the Govern-
ing Body. Sri N. Ramabhadra Raju continued as
President. S Vadlamani Kameswara Roo as Vice-

president and Sri Pachigolla Subba Bao as Treasurer
were elected.

On 07-08-1966 Sri K.VLV. Subba Raju was re-
lieved as Frincipal of the College and 5ri G. P.
Ramesam Vice-principal took charge of the College.

Sri R.V.S. Suryanaryana Raju offered to bear
the cast of construction of open Air Auditorium and
the Governing Body accepted it on 27-11-1964, The
old Bays Association installed eight (8) Ceiling Fans
in Auditorium cum Recreation Hall.

B I S < ER. College - Amalapuram I
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Sri G.V.5. Rama Rao was designated as Vice-
principal of the College on 16-04-1967.

An amount of Rs. 18,000/ was accepted from
Sri Knsturi Vijayesaradhi for the Kadali Lands do-
nated by the family and he was made ¢ member of
General Body in the Category of Rs. 10,000/~ to Rs.
25,000/-,

During the academic year 1965-1969 Evening
College was opened for the benefit of employees,
with P.U.C., B.A., and B.Com., Classes. Sri
FV.Narasimha Rao, then Minister in State Govenment
mnaugurated. The Two-year Intermediate Course was
introrduced by Government during the year 1969-
1970, abolishing P.U.C.

On 27-06-1969, the Chief Donor of the Col-
lege Sri Jillella Venkata Bhanoji Ramars, Zamindar
of Peruru, expired suddenly at the premature age
of 49 years due to cerebral haemorrage. This was a
great shock to the wellwishers of the College, stu-
dents and staff.

In the natural course of events Sri J.V.G.
Ramaoji Bhano, eldest son of late Sri J.V, Bhanaji
Ramars was chosen by his family to represent the
Chief Donor as Hereditary Member on the Govern-
ing Body.

On 26-04-1970 elections to Governing Body
were conducted and there were major changes.

took priority over the general intrests and develop-
ment of the Institution. Once again if we look
back, it will be known that there was pratically no
development after 1961 upto 1998. It was only
from 1998 that the College made rapid strides in
imtroducing PG, Cottrses and constructed bwo mew
buildings and introduced severa!l new advanced
courses under Self Finance Scheme. The role of 5ri
. M.C. Balayogi, Hon'ble Speaker. Lok Sabha in this
regard 13 everlasting and memorable though very
shorf. His presence at the Golden Jubilee Celebro-
fions would have added glory to the vccasion and
tis absence will be greatly felt. The College would
have been greatly benefitted had he heen alive for
atleast o decade,

In Conclusion I fondly hope that the present

The College has
established o pride of place in the field of higher
education not only in Konaseema but also in the
State of Andhra Pradesh. About 50,000 studenls
have so far graduated from our college and many
of our old students have ocupied prominent posi-
tions in the society both inside and outside our coun-
try. We are proud to tell this august gathering here
today that the present Vice- Chancellor of Andhra
University Prof. Y.C. Simhodn 15 also an old student
of our College. Prof. C.V. Raghovulu former Vice

Chancellor of Negarjuna University is also our alumni.

The College came into existence on July, 2,
1951 in the local Board High School. The College
was shifted to its own building in the prersent cam-

pus on August, 1,1952. The College Campus has
an area of about 21 acres.

The College initially had Intermediate Classes.
In the academic year 1953-54, the institution was
upgraded inlo a first grade college with the open-
ing of B. A. and B.Com., Courses and alse a new
group of Biology in the Intermediate Course. In
1958-59 , B. Sc. Course with several group combi-
nations was started. Infrastructure focilities in-
cluding laboratories, odditional class rooms, play
ground etc. were created.

CONSTRUCTION OF BUTLDINGS :

Classes were run in the Rice Mill sheds and a
few college sheds for sometime. Separate blocks to
house the departments of Physics, Chemistry, Botany
and Zoolegy, a new Library Building, Staff rooms,
Girls Waiting Halls etc. were constructed subse-
quently.

ADMISSION TQ GRANT - IN - AIDED AND PERMANENT
AFFILTATION

The College was admitted to grant-in-aid in

the year 1956, The college was given permanent
affiliation to Andhra University.

SILVER JUBILEE :

The College celebrated Silver Jubilee for 3
days in 1978. It had originally been planned to
celebrate the College Silver Jubilee in 1976, Some
how the function did not take place under circum-
stances beyond our control. However the event took
place two years later. Several prominent Persons
from Political, Cultural and Educational fields
graced the Occasion.

The U.G.C. has constituted our college as a
Centre for Sanskrit Speaking Certificate Course. B.Ed
Course is likely to be started during the coming
grademic year.

ORIGINS OF SK B R COLLEGE

The students of the PR.College, Kakinada, cel-

Some of these
students made @ mark in due course in Administrative,
Police, Banking Services, Management, Legal and Medi-
cal Professions and even in politics. The students from
Konaseema also participated in these meetings with great
jo.

However, some of us were also conscious that
many of our classmates in the Board High School,
Amalapuram, thowgh bright, could not make it 1o the col-
lege on account of lack of financtal resources, The op-
portunities that Independent India was expected to offer
in due cowrse would be beyond their reach.

While the need for a college at Amalapuram at
the time was generally recognized there was no well di-
vected initiative at that time to bring together those people
who would establish a college at Amalawram. Personal
experience helped to trigger this mitiative.

Ohe dary, a month or two before the Dasara va-
cation stavted, in consultation with friends [ convened a
meeting at the Town Hall, Kakinada of all the students
of Konaseema avea studying at PR College. Almaost all
students (about 200) attended this meeting. At this meet-
ing presided over by me the "Konaseema Students Asso-
ciation" was established, for the sole purpose of drawing
the attention of the elders of our area to the need for im-
mediate establisment of a college at Amalapuram. The
constitution of the Association placed before the students
was endorsed, The Presidenut {myself) and the Execuctive
Committee Members were elected.  If I remember right
we had among the committee members, Sri Gidugu
Venkata Rama Rao Sfo. Gidugu Swryanarayana garu
Advocate, Sri Guitula Narasimha Rao, St Remella
Gangadharam, Sri Nalla Malleswar Rao, Sni Machiraju
Narsimha Rao. A strategy was also agreed upon accord-
ing to which all of ws would go to Amalapuram together
for Dasara vacation, organise during vacation frocessions,
meetings etc, and meet the eldevs in all professions indi-
vidually, to imprress upon them the need for college.  For
this pairpose it wes also agreed that funds however small
would alse be collected (The first demation of Bs. [0/-
was given by Sn Danouduri Viswonatha Roju).

Dhiring the Dasara vacation a detailed pamphlet
was prepared by me and got civeulated widely in
Amalapneram and villages (copry of the pamphlet enclosed).
Individually, all the lawryers, Doctors, Businessmen, lanl-
lovds and other elders were mvited to attend a meeting
convened in the Board High School grounds of
Amalapreram in October 1948, The previonws nighe, se-
lect student wolunteers of Board High School,
Amalapuram under the leadership of Sri Remella
Gemgadharam and Sn Gutnula Narasimha Rao pasted
wall posters all over the Amalapuram toun urging for
immediate establishment of college at Amalapuram. Next
dery a huge procession of Konaseema students of PR Col-
lege and thase of Baard High School Amalapuram was
ovpanized. The procession which started at the Courts
headed by music band and huge posters with all of us in
the fromt reached finally the Board High School grosnds
m the evening. On our request the meeting was presided
over by late Sri Duvvwri Krishna Rao, Advocate. At
this meeting | explained in detail and forcefully, how there
was wrpeni need for a college at Amalapuram in the con-
text of India's Independence. Some of my colleagues also
spoke at this meeting.

There was a very positive response from elders ar
the meeting. Among others, Sri Kudupudi Suryanarayana
gari and Sri Dvaneri Krishna Rao garu spoke in favour
of immediate action.

A few days later, Hon'ble Minister, Sri Kala
Venkata Rao paru visited Amalapreram and was given
civic reception in the High School grounds, As President
of the Kenaseema Students Association, [ was given per-
mission to submit to him and read a memorandum urging

for establishment of a college at Amalapuram,

The Hon'ble Minister appreciated the mitiative of the stu-
dents. That very night he comvened a meeting on the
tervace of the Co-ap. Cental bank, Amalapuram at which
a College Committee was comstituted to pursue further
action inchuding collection of demations and related mat-
ters for the setting up of a college. [f ] remember well, 5ri
Nadimpalli Rarnabhadra Raju and Sri B.N.Sastry Ad-
wocate were chosen President and Secretary of the Col-
lege Commitzee. Representing the students (Konaseema
Students Associarion). [ weas made a member of the Com-
mittee. | antended all the meetings of the Committee though
I was studying at Kakinada oll July 1949 when my fa-
ther passed away. By that time the Committee had al-
ready collected some fimds, and thanks to those generotes
donors the setting up of the college was in sight. Thus,
for me a highly exciting though brief, phase came to an
end.

Because of the good feelings of the pavents of stu-
dents who have studied over the vears in the SKER Col-
lege, whose blessings atleast m part must have benefited
me, I was able to make quiet and steady progress m my

Crees.

As ook back | feel happy that so many people
yraduated from SKBE College and holding high positions
in povernment, public, private sectors, business etc. Bua
the college has still to go a long way, going by the expan-
sion and diversification observed i other instiutons, The
students of SKBR College present and future would do
well not to understimate their potential for achieving lavger
poals for the college by working toghether and cohesively.

He is an ideal
teccher, an able administrator with a good wsion, an idal
of worship endowed with a comprehensive outlook about
men and matters. The College started with a student
strength of 171 with four groups (M.PC., M.A.B,,
AB.C. and H.E.B.), on the premises of the Board High
School, Amalapuram. It was shifted o the present pre-
mises i the year [952 into the vice-mill sheds. Now,
over five decades of existence, it has developed into an
imposing appearance of @ mini-untversity with various

Peddada Ramachadra Rae is a synonym for mag-
namimity, humanism and henavolence. His priestlike ap-
pearance with a long flowing coat, dressed always in white
parments, with a long - stick in his hand ruded the college.
He won the laurels of the management, the students, the
elite of the toun and higher authorities like the Univer-
sity and the Government. His maxim was always "simple
living and high - thinking”.

The students
would never miss his class, Some of the lecturers also
used to attend his classes to extract the sweet fragrance of
his ambrosial lectures, Moreover he had the excellence
of teaching any subject-be it prose or poetry o non-de-
teiled in the same wniform pattern, He atways believed
i simple and understandable language with clarity and
hecidity,

Under his able siewardship, the college was el-
evated to a First Grade College in the year 1953, when
B.A. and B.Com. courses were started, The college pro-
duced excellent results at the graduate level also and three
of the very brillint first barch students were appointed in
the faculties of Commerce and Economics. ‘The nuember
of staff members also increased with the growimyg number
of students and the college had attained the unique dis-
tinction of conducting the examimations in a very strict
and flawless way, without ever vesorting to malapractices.
The management also should be highly applauded m this
respect, for they never interfered in the academic admin-
istratiom of the college. He was given such high respect
and importance that no staff member was allowed 1o meet
the management without the prior permission of the Prin-
apal. He was known for his majesty, dignity, homesey,
mtegrity and above all the highest quality of humanism,
His main motto was “maoral cure for a movtifying mis-
chief. He would put on the appearance of a tiger, but
was very considerate towards the students.

The college made a name in the entire Andhrg
University under his benign administration. His succes.
sor S GLE Remesam, who was o walking encyclopaedia
in Mathematics became the Principal of the college and
he enhanced the prestige of the college as a strice discipli.
naricen and powerfud admindstrator and recefved the Best
Teacher Award from the Governtment of Andhrg
Pradesh.

The annual cultural functions were mdeed o
fete both to the students amd staff and the elite of the toum.
He used to take parental love and affection towards the
studenzs. The students made a mark on the academic
fromt and in cultural activities especially in debates and
elocution competitions.

Sports and gumes were encovraged profusely and
basket ball championship was achieved by the collese con-
secutively for @ number of vears.

Remachandra Rao was wedded to the profes-
sion.of teaching. His administration as a friend, guide
and philosopher and his scholastic evudition are worthy
of being remembered for ever, But he was untimely cut
off at a time when his services would have bome sall
greater fruits. Nothing can be a greater tribute than o
rurninate his unforgettable and infallible devotion to the
instittion and emulate his way of life.

O the myitation of late zamindar of Penene 3n
Ramoji Bhumo Gane, he took his office as the Diwan of
the Estates on 25th Dec., 1925. That Chiristmas dery
was the beginning for Lnching a number of acrivities
that proved a boon to this part of the world. To stan
with, he took up the Managemant of the DN, Serti and
DV Reddy School ar Peviene which as che then Middle
School was founded, indeed, as a pebble in the hands of
Sri Ramwchumdra Rao and it nened nto a marble and
nei stands as one of the most established High Schools
in the Centval Delta. That High School, to-day stands
a5 a momanent o the sagaciry and foresight that Sm
Remnachandra Rao showed even while serving the village
Perne s its Sarpanch.

Gummididala Ramachandra Rao Gare was endowed
with an immense strength of mind that reflected i his
sense of determimation and dedicarion to the cause that
he ook wp and they were well coupled with the prowess
of perseverance to translate his dreams into a reality.

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JUBILANT MARCH OF N.5.5.

National Serivice Scheme - N.5.5. is celebrat-
ing its Silver Jubilee during the Golden Jubilee of
our College. Since its introduction in our College
in 1878, it has grown into a dynamic service force.
Here is a brief of its jubilant march.

Youth is the most active and productive seg-
ment af the population. Potentialities of youth
have been a matter of great concern. If planning
for work is important, planning for leisure is more
s0 in the present day context where the youth is
highly prone to many vices and anti-social and
anti-national views. In order to fill this void and
channel the energies of the youth several
programmes are often launched. One of the im-
portant and major programmes launched by our
Government for this purpose is N.5.5. It is a field
oriented education and the biggest youth
programme. The aims and objectives of this
programme are to make the student work with/
among peaple, to engage the student force in cre-
ative social action, to enahnece students’ knowi-
edge of the community and to help the student
gain skill in the exercise of democratic leadership.
It aims at the alround development of the stu-
dents as well as of the society.

Sincere and dedicated efforts made by the
N.5.5. Volunteers under the dynamic leadership of
Programme Officers have built the Scheme info a
gigantic movement and the scheme has won the
confidence and acceptance of one and all, Now it
has become a powerful organization in the educa-
tional set up of our country.

N.5.5. was introduced in Andhra Univer-
sity in 1969 on an experimental basis. It was
launched in our College in 1976. Two Units with
a strength of 100 students each were sanctioned.
¢ P Venkata Rao, 5r. Lecturer in English and Sri
M.5.N.Murthy, Lecturer in Maths were the founder
Programme officers of the [nits-I and II respec-
tively. Since then tha N.5.5. Volunteers have been
doing yeoman service by undertaking several ser-
vice activities, organizing many community Devel-
opmental Programmes and conduct Special Camps
in rural areas and adopted villages. The Andhra
[niversity N5S Authorities, the college Management
and the successive Principals have been extending
their utmost cooperation for the successful func-
tioning of this scheme. During its long march for
the last 25 years, the N5SS Programme Officers and
volunteers have never shirked in doing social ser-
vice whenever the occasions demanded. They have
added another dimension to our College.

During the years 1976-81, under the able
guidance of Programme officers Sri P. Venkata Rao
and Sri M.5.N.Murthy, many programmes listed
in the NSS Charter like Adult Education, Health
Care and sanitation were taken up in right ear-
nestriess by the two NSS Units, As a part of com-
munily Development Programme Special camps were
conducted at various places. Unit-I conducted Spe-
cial Camps at Kedurupadu, I.Polavaram, Peruru
etc., while Unit-I conducted special Camps at
Rampachodavaram, Bhadrachalam, Rollapalem
etc., That was the formative period of NSS move-
ment in our College.

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During the years 1981-84 Sri A. Popayya,
Lecturer in English and Sri N, Ramadas, Lecturer
in History were the Programme Officers for NS§
Units-I and I respectively, Under their leadership
N5S volunteers participated in various service ac-
tivities. In addition te normal NS5 Programmes
carried out, many programmes like chlorination
in and around the town, Medical Checkup camps
in coordination with other service organisations
like Lions, Rotary, B.5.5, ete. Unit-I conducted Spe-
cial Service Camps at K. Pedapudi, I Polavaram
efc,, While Unit-II conducted Special Service Camps
at Mummidivaram 5.C. Colony and Indupall: and
Special Health and Survey Camps - for Eradication
of Malaria and Indentification of the people below
the Poverty line in Mummidivaram Mandal. This is
the second phase of NS5 activity in our College.
(NP) As a part of expansion of NS§ Units and on
the basis of the performance of our College Units a
new unit, Unit-IIT was sanctioned to our College
in 1984. During the years 1984-89 5r Ch. Krishna
Murthy, Lecturer in Botany, 5ri B. Vyaghreswarudu
Lecturer in English, Dr. R. Ramam, Lecturer in
History were Programme Officers for the units-l,
IT and III respectively.

Under the stewardship of Sri Ch. Krishna
Murthy, N3§ Unit-I, in additon to normal NS5 ac-
tivities, carried out many service and educational
projects. It collected "Nellore Cyclone Relief Fund®
Chlorination, Health Care, Plantation and such oth-
ers service activities were taken up in and around
Amalapuram, Iconducted 7 special Camps al vart-
ous places like Bheemanapalli, Thondavaram,
Vakalagaruvu Kattarulanka etc.,

During the years 1984-87 Unit-II under the
dynamic leadership of B. Vyaghreswarudu, Lecturer
in English, carried out many novel Projects. In
addition to normal NS5 activities, in 84 the volun-

year.-1985-86, It undertook inventive Projects like
Trrafic Control, Plantation, Adult Educafion and
distribution of 1,00,000 deses of Preventive Medi-
cine for Brain Fever to 33,000 School going chil-
dren in 40 villages. Sri B. Vyaghreswarudu was
deputed by Andhra University to lead Integration
Camp held at Vivekanada Kendra, Kanyakumari,
NS5 [nit-IT comducted 5 Special Camps at Peruru,
Lankathota, Thotlapalem, Bheemanapalli and
Nadvapalli.

During the years 1984-87 NS5 Unit - 11
under the able guidance of Dr. R. Ramam,
Programme Officer carried out many Projects in
addition to its normal activities. The Unit associ-
ated itself with the local service clubs like Lions,
Rotary and helped in organizing health and Eye
Camps. Dr. Ramam, was deputed to participate in
Zonal Level Workshop on Leprosy Health Educa-
tion' at Mysore University. Programmes for Func-
tional Literacy (F.EL) Plantation and Health Care
were some of the many programmes under taken
during the vears. It conducted 5 Special Camps at
various villages like Gangalakurru, Mukkamala,
Bodasakurru etc.,

Druring the years 1987-89 NSS§ II & 11
Jeintly carried out many gervice achivities. They
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organised a District Level NSS Youth Festival in
our Coilege on a grand scale. Nearly 260 NSS
volunteers both boys and girls from various Col-
leges took part in it. The NSS Units II & ITT helped
the local Municipal authorities in keeping the town
clean during the strike of Class -IV Employees of
the Municipality. The two units Jointly conducted
two camps and undertook challenging construc-
tive works at N. Kothaplli and L. Gannavaram.

When a number of NCC Camps were con-
ducted in our College Campus from 1984 to-date
Kakinada Group Commander impressed with the
accomidation , and other facilities was kind
enough to sanction an amount of Rs. 6,000 to
purchase Musical instruments for NCC Band.

lief. conflict, corruption, degradation of mind ang
morals everywhere. Is this that we have achieved
through our education system ? Could we make the
dreams of our sages like Sri Eﬂ'mﬂkl’fsﬁﬂu
Paramahamsa, Swamy Vivekananda and architects
of India, Mahatma Gandhi and Jawaharlal Nehry
frue in our Society.

In our race JFn.;' fmprﬂ'b’fﬂﬂ' our materialistic
life through education, we have neglected the finer
part of education, the study of mind and heart and
the inner side of man. Unfortunately, our educa-
tion today is subserving the limited purpoese of pre-
paring one to fit for a job; leaving the most impor-
tant component of education i.e., teaching human
values. Education in frue sense, must have two
facets just like a coin has two sides. On one side
education refers to worldly education in which the
student 15 made to learn various faculties and skills
and a lot of information useful for earning one's
livelihood. On the other side, education refers to
character-building with ethical and spiritual values
which imparts tolerance, equanimity, sense control
and universal brotherhood which directs man to-
wards ‘Right Thinking' and ‘Right living'. Unfortu-
nately our educational institutions have concentrated
more on the former side of educating the materialis-
tic life. leaving almost the other side ie., imparting
the basic values of human life. To quote Mahatma
Gandhiji, "unless the development of the mind and
bﬂ'ffl" goes hand in hand with a corresponding awak-
ening of the soul, the former alone would prove t0
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be o poor, lopsided affair”,

Realising the significance of the value orien-
tation tn the educational process, the Education Com-
mission said "While a combination of ignorance with
goodness may be futile, that of knowledge with lack
of essential values may be dangerous",

Swamy Vivekanada, the Master of "Religion
of Universality" while expressing his views on educa-
tion said "Education is not the amount of informa-
tion that is put into your brain and runs riot there;
undigested all your life. We must have life-bilding.
Man-making, character making, assimilation of ideas
If you have assimilated fine ideas, made them vour
life and character, you have mere education ﬁmn
any man wheo has got by heart a whole library®.
Swamy 15 of the view whatever [ittle good has been
learnt from books and teachings, it should be put in
practice Swamy advocates practice rather than
preachings in moulding the character and behaviour
of the youth.

The Education Commission while analysing
the educational process, has also stoted "Education
process is a search for knowledge of the self, of the
meaning of life, of the realtionship of man to other
human heing and to the ultimate reality”, This was
accepted by the Government while formulating its
educational policy in 1968 and reiterated the same
in 1986, But to our dismay, very little has been
done except incorporating the same in fhe docu-
ment. Time has come for us te redefine the objec-
tives and scope of our Education in the
Vivekanananda way: the way in which more empha-
sis {5 given to the study of mind and soul; the finer
facets of the man; the way by which the youth can
achieve "Infinite energy, infinite zeal, infimte e
age, infinite patience to achieve great things in this
world". The educational system should cover the
qualities of head and heart and an appreciation of

basic human values in their application in day to
day life leeding to the overall personality develop-
ment, The Programmes of value orientation of edu-
cation should form an integral part of the curmicu-
lum,

The curriculumn should also cover such courses
on man-making and character - building besides
imparting scientific and technical knowledge: so that
youth can be directed on the right perspective,

The teachers, educators, students and the
parents should come out with their ideas on the
desirable educational system for the coming century
5o that we can evolve a right educational policy suited
to our nation. The teachers have a very important
role to play in formulating the educational policy
and shaping the youth of this country. They are the
architects of future India. Teaching is an auspi-
cipus the most noble and highly respected profes-
sion. A teacher with high quality of life and dedica-
tion can very well influence the minds of the stu-
dents. Iam happy to learn that this College has rich
faculty and I advise the student community to make
best use of the teachers and come out as the disc-
plined and the most useful atizens of the Soctety.,
